Mayor Burstein asked all those present to stand for the Salute to the Flag.  
Upon call of the roll, the following Committee members were recorded present: Jackie Benjamin Lieberberg, Cheryl H. Burstein, Samuel D. Levy, Jodi L. Rosenberg and Dianne Thall- Eglow.   
Also present were Business Administrator Alexander McDonald, Township Attorney Christopher Falcon, Assistant Business Administrator Jimmy Homsi and Assistant Township Clerk Megan Patrick.

Reports
Mr. Serio gave an update regarding Essex County activities.  
Mr. Levy reported on the most recent meeting of the Cora Hartshorn Arboretum.  He said the summer camp enrollment is robust and clean up from the storm is in process.  He said more micro event fundraisers will be announced soon.  He also reported on the Recreation Commission meeting that took place on May 9th.  He said approximately 100 children participated in the fishing derby.  He also stated that the Presidents Cup Race is scheduled for the evening of June 18th.  
Ms. Rosenberg said she attended a dedication of a batting cage that was donated in memory of a deceased resident.  She said she attended the second quarter meeting of the DMDA and there have been major changes in leadership.  She stated the Farmers Market opens on June 5th and will be open from 2 – 7 PM.  She said the DMDA board is revising their by-laws and are having an audit.  
Ms. Thall-Eglow reported that the South Mountain Civic Association and the Indian Association are planning to hold a joint event in Taylor Park this Sunday from 1 to 4 PM.    
Ms. Lieberberg announced a 5K race being held in New Providence on June 3rd that supports the cause of organ donation.  The race was organized by a township resident, Missy Rodriguez.  
Mayor Burstein spoke about A Fleet Week event being held at the high school on May 25th between 10 AM and 2 PM and encouraged all to attend. She said Finneran Way will be dedicated this Sunday.  She reported that the Green Team received a grant from PSE&G for their reusable bag project.  She mentioned the new show at the Paper Mill Playhouse, which is Half Time.  Mayor Burstein also noted that the Art Advisory Committee announced their scholarship winners and that they will be hosting their annual art show on May 22nd.  
Mr. McDonald spoke about targeted enforcement in the crosswalks and warnings were issued.  He stated that tonight is the first night that the Township Committee meetings are being live streamed.  
Mr. Falcon reported that the township filed its housing element plan.  He said the township brought suit against the builders remedy and was granted immunity for 90 days and a special master will be appointed.

Flood Mitigation – Mr. Rushke, a representative from Mott McDonald reviewed flood mitigation plans using a Power Point presentation.  He reviewed flood maps, impacts of Hurricane Irene, improvements that have been made and ones still planned.  Mr. Rushke fielded questions from the audience and committee.  Cary Heller, of 56 Byron Road asked if the Futter building contributes to the flooding problem.  Mr. Rushke said he could not speak to that point.  Mr. Heller stated that Mr. Coakley had advised him that the building is an obstruction.  Mr. Heller suggested modeling what would happen if the building were removed.  Steve Finkler, of 7 Haran Circle asked what will happen with the pump system if the river is peaking.  Mr. Rushke stated there is a safety control in the pump to control that.  Ms. Thall-Eglow asked if the backflow preventer backs up, who controls it.  Mr. Rushke said it is automatic.  Phil Kirsch, of 93 Cedar Street, asked for clarification about the Army Corps of Engineers draining the reservation if a storm warranted it.  Mr. Rushke said it would be manually lowered.  Mayor Burstein asked if there were any additional comments or questions.  None were presented.

ORDINANCE NO. 2500-18 
ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF MILLBURN AMENDING SECTION 411  OF THE TOWNSHIP OF MILLBURN DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS AND ZONING ORDINANCE CODE ENTITLED "GUARANTEES AND INSPECTIONS" TO CLARIFY AND PROVIDE NECESSARY AMENDMENTS TO CONFORM TO THE MUNICIPAL LAND USE LAW

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE:  The purpose of this Ordinance is to amend the Township of Millburn Development Regulations to bring the requirements of Section 411 into compliance with a recently adopted statute concerning the posting of performance guarantees in connection with land development projects.  

WHEREAS, the Township Committee desires to amend Section 411 of the Township of Millburn Development Regulations and Zoning Ordinance currently entitled "Guarantees and Inspections" to clarify, update, and amend same to more accurately conform to current statutory requirements and recent amendments to the Municipal Land Use Law regarding the installation and maintenance of certain improvements and the guarantees required for same; and 

WHEREAS, the Township Engineer has reviewed the proposed amendment of Section 411 and has recommended to the Township Committee that such further amendments be considered as now proposed herein; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Millburn, in the County of Essex and State of New Jersey, as follows: 
	
SECTION 1: 	Section 411 of the Township of Millburn Development Regulations and Zoning Ordinance currently entitled "Guarantees and Inspections" is hereby amended as follows: 
§ 411 Installation of Improvements; Required Guarantees 

The following payments, contributions, and requirements shall be applicable to all site plans and subdivisions in addition to other applicable ordinances for any such development as follows: 

a. Before filing of final subdivision plats or recording of minor subdivision deeds or as a condition of final site plan approval or as a condition to the issuance of a zoning permit pursuant to subsection d. of section 52 of P.L.1975. c.291 (C.40:55D-65) the Township will require and shall accept in accordance with the standards adopted by ordinance and regulations adopted pursuant to section 1 of P.L.1999, c.68 (C.40:55D-53a) for the purpose of assuring the installation and maintenance of certain on-tract improvements, the furnishing of a performance guarantee, and provision for a maintenance guarantee in accordance with paragraphs (1) and (2) of this subsection. In accordance with the Township Ordinance requiring a successor developer to furnish a replacement performance guarantee, as a condition to the approval of a permit update under the State Uniform Construction Code, for the purpose of updating the name and address of the owner of property on a construction permit, the Governing Body may require and shall accept in accordance with the standards adopted by ordinance and regulations adopted pursuant to section 1 of P.L.1999, c.68 (C.40:55D-53a) for the purpose of assuring the installation and maintenance of certain on-tract improvements, the furnishing of a performance guarantee, and provision for a maintenance guarantee, in accordance with paragraphs (1) and (2) of this subsection. 

(1) (a)	  The developer shall furnish a performance guarantee in favor of the Township in an amount not to exceed 120% of the cost of installation of only those improvements required by an approval or developer's agreement, ordinance, or regulation to be dedicated to a public entity, and that have not yet been installed, which cost shall be determined by the Township Engineer, according to the method of calculation set forth in section 15 of P.L.1991, c.256 (C.40:55D-53.4), for the following improvements as shown on the approved plans or plat: streets, pavement, gutters, curbs, sidewalks, street lighting, street trees, surveyor's monuments, water mains, sanitary sewers, drainage structures, public improvements of open space, any grading necessitated by the preceding improvements. 
The Township Engineer shall prepare an itemized cost estimate of the improvements covered by the performance guarantee, which itemized cost estimate shall be appended to each performance guarantee posted by the obligor. 
(b)	The developer shall furnish a performance guarantee to include, within an approved phase or section of a development privately-owned perimeter buffer landscaping, as required by ordinance or imposed as a condition of approval. 
At the developer's option, a separate performance guarantee may be posted for the privately-owned perimeter buffer landscaping. 
(c)	In the event that the developer shall seek a temporary certificate of occupancy for a development, unit, lot, building, or phase of development, as a condition of the issuance thereof, the developer shall furnish a separate guarantee, referred to herein as a "temporary certificate of occupancy guarantee" in favor of the Township in an amount equal to 120% of the cost of installation of only those improvements or items which remain to be completed or installed under the terms of the temporary certificate of occupancy and which are required to be installed or completed as a condition precedent to the issuance of the permanent certificate of occupancy for the development, unit, lot, building, or phase of development and which are not covered by an existing performance guarantee. Upon posting of a "temporary certificate of occupancy guarantee", all sums remaining under a performance guarantee, required pursuant to subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, which relate to the development, unit, lot, building, or phase of development for which the temporary certificate of occupancy is sought, shall be released. The scope and amount of the "temporary certificate of occupancy guarantee" shall be determined by the Township Engineer. At no time will the Township hold more than one guarantee or bond of any type with respect to the same line item. The temporary certificate of occupancy guarantee shall be released by the Township Engineer upon the issuance of a permanent certificate of occupancy with regard to the development, unit, lot, building, or phase as to which the temporary certificate of occupancy relates. 
(d)	In addition to a performance guarantee required by the Township ordinance, a developer shall furnish to the municipality a separate guarantee, referred to herein as a "safety and stabilization guarantee", in favor of the municipality, to be available to the municipality solely for the purpose of returning property that has been disturbed to a safe and stable condition or otherwise implementing measures to protect the public from access to an unsafe or unstable condition, only in the circumstance that: 
(i) site disturbance has commenced and, thereafter, all work on the development has ceased for a period of at least 60 consecutive days following such commencement for reasons other than force majeure, and 
(ii) work has not recommenced within 30 days following the provision of written notice by the Township to the developer of the Township's intent to claim payment under the guarantee. The Township shall not provide notice of its intent to claim payment under a "safety and stabilization guarantee" until a period of at least 60 days has elapsed during which all work on the development has ceased for reasons other than force majeure. The Township shall provide written notice to a developer by certified mail or other form of delivery providing evidence of receipt. 

The amount of a "safety and stabilization guarantee" for a development with bonded improvements in an amount not exceeding $100,000 shall be $5,000. 
The amount of a "safety and stabilization guarantee" for a development with bonded improvements exceeding $100,000 shall be calculated as a percentage of the bonded improvement costs of the development or phase of development as follows: 

· $5,000 for the first $100,000 of bonded improvement costs, plus 
· two and a half percent of bonded improvement costs in excess of $100,000 up to $1,000,000, plus 
· One percent of bonded improvement costs in excess of $1,000,000 
(2) (a)	  The developer shall post with the Township, prior to the release of a performance guarantee required pursuant to subparagraph (a), subparagraph (b), or both subparagraph (a) and subparagraph (b) of paragraph (1) of this subsection, a maintenance guarantee in an amount not to exceed 15% of the cost of the installation of the improvements which are being released. 

(b)	The developer shall post with the Township, upon the inspection and issuance of final approval of the following private site improvements by the Township Engineer, a maintenance guarantee in an amount not to exceed 15% of the cost of the installation of the following private site improvements: stormwater management basins, in-flow and water quality structures within the basins, and the outflow pipes and structures of the stormwater management system, if any, which cost shall be determined according to the method of calculation set forth in section 15 of P.L.1991, c.256 (C.40:55D-53.4). 

(c)	The term of the maintenance guarantee shall be for a period not to exceed two years and shall automatically expire at the end of the established term. 

(d)	The Township shall not require that a maintenance guarantee required pursuant to this ordinance be in cash or that more than 10 percent of a performance guarantee pursuant to the ordinance be in cash. A developer may, however, provide at his option some or all of the maintenance guarantee in cash, or more than 10 percent of a performance guarantee in cash. (C.40:55D-53.3)
	
SECTION 2:	This Ordinance shall take effect upon adoption.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF MILLBURN, COUNTY OF ESSEX, 
STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A GOVERNMENT ENERGY AGGREGATION PROGRAM

Statement of Purpose: The purpose of this ordinance is to establish a Government Energy Aggregation Program in the Township of Millburn as required by N.J.S.A. 48:93.1 et seq. in order to benefit from price reduction advantages associated with aggregating residential and business electric service for consumers and increasing the Township’s use of renewable energy sources. As required by statute, Millburn must pass a Government Energy Aggregation (GEA) ordinance. This ordinance fulfills the statutory requirement and allows the Millburn Township Committee to act as Lead Agency for the Government Energy Aggregation Program in Millburn. Once passed, this ordinance allows Millburn to move forward, along with neighboring municipalities forming the Sustainable Essex Alliance, in implementing the proposed Community Choice Aggregation recommend by accepted consultants, Gabel Associates.   

	WHEREAS, the Township of Millburn wishes to take advantage of the Government Energy Aggregation Program established by statute for the purposes of increasing the Township’s use of renewable energy sources and reducing the cost of electricity for the benefit of participating residential consumers and businesses within the Township; and

WHEREAS, the Government Energy Aggregation Act, N.J.S.A. 48:3-93.1 et seq. governs the establishment of a Government Energy Aggregation Program, which is a government-operated purchasing cooperative through which multiple energy consumers purchase energy together under the auspices of a government aggregator; and

WHEREAS, the New Jersey Board of Public Utilities (“BPU”) has promulgated rules (N.J.A.C. 14:4-6) for the implementation of government energy aggregation programs; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Government Energy Aggregation Act, N.J.S.A. 48:3-93.1 et seq., the Township seeks to establish a Government Energy Aggregation Program (“Program”) for the provision of electricity within the Township, for the purpose of obtaining power supply cost savings for residential and business participants in the Township; and

WHEREAS, the Millburn Township Committee intends to serve as the Lead Agency conducting a Government Energy Aggregation Program in the Township of Millburn and, in that capacity and consistent with applicable rules, to solicit proposals and enter into a contract for the provision of electric generation services on behalf of residential and business customers within the boundaries of the Township, to the extent that such a contract will produce power supply cost savings to residents and businesses; and

WHEREAS, the Millburn Township Committee will from time to time during the Effective Period as defined below solicit proposals from electric power suppliers for electric generation services through the Program in which the Millburn Township Committee will act as Lead Agency of the Millburn Sustainable Energy Aggregation (“MSEA”); and

WHEREAS, the Millburn Township Committee will from time to time during the Effective Period as defined below issue one or more Request for Proposals for electric generation services and energy aggregation services on behalf of the MSEA pursuant to the Local Public Contract Law Regulations, the Government Energy Aggregation Act and the Electric Discount and Energy Competition Act; and 

WHEREAS, the Millburn Township Committee is interested in mandating that a fraction of the energy provided by MSEA come from renewable energy sources, and will therefore include provisions for the inclusion of renewable energy in the Request for Proposals for electric generation services and energy aggregation services on behalf of the MSEA; and 

WHEREAS, the Millburn Township Committee will only award contracts for said electric generation service and energy aggregation services to electric power suppliers that are deemed qualified and that submit price bids lower than the prevailing price for utility-provided basic generation service; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to applicable BPU rules, the Township needs to enter into an Electric Distribution Company Aggregation Agreement with Jersey Central Power and Light  (“JCP&L”) Company; and

WHEREAS,  N.J.S.A. 48:3-93.1 et seq. requires the Program to be established by ordinance.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the governing body of the Township of Millburn, Essex County, State of New Jersey as follows:

SECTION 1.	The Township hereby establishes a Government Energy Aggregation Program, in accordance with the provisions of the Government Energy Aggregation Act, N.J.S.A. 48:3-93.1 et seq.

SECTION 2.	The Mayor is authorized to execute and the Clerk to attest to the execution of and Electric Distribution Aggregation Agreement, in a form acceptable to the Township, with JCP&L.

SECTION 3.	The Millburn Township Committee will act as Lead Agency of the MSEA and, in that capacity, and consistent with applicable rules, will solicit proposals for electric generation service and energy aggregation services on behalf of Township residents and businesses, and enter into a contract for such services provided that the lowest qualified bid price is below the prevailing price for utility-provided basic generation service.

SECTION 4.	As Lead Agency the Millburn Township Committee will execute a master performance agreement that obligated the participants in the MSEA to purchase electricity at terms and conditions stated therein with a third party supplier who has been awarded the contract by the Lead Agency on behalf of participating members of the MSEA, and provided that such contract shall be at prices reasonably forecast and estimated by the Millburn Township Committee to provide savings to participants relative to the price charged for basic generation service by JCP&L.

SECTION 5.	The authorization provided to the lead agent shall be valid until December 31, 2021 (the “Effective Period”), at which time the MSEA will be subject to renewal at the discretion of the Millburn Township Committee.
  
SECTION 6.	All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed.

SECTION 7.	If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion of this ordinance is for any reason held to be invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct and independent provision, and such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions hereof.
SECTION 8.	This ordinance shall take effect after final passage and publication as provided by law.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Millburn, in the County of Essex, State of New Jersey, as follows:
Section 1.  The Township of Millburn, in the County of Essex, State of New Jersey (the "Township") is hereby authorized to make various public improvements in, by and for said Township, as more particularly described in Section 4 hereof.  The cost of the improvements includes all work, materials and appurtenances necessary and suitable therefor.
Section 2.  There is hereby appropriated to the payment of the cost of making the improvements described in Sections 1 and 4 hereof (hereinafter referred to as "purposes"), the respective amounts of money hereinafter stated as the appropriation for said respective purposes.  Said appropriation shall be met from the proceeds of the sale of the bonds authorized and the down payment appropriated by this ordinance.  Said improvements shall be made as general improvements and no part of the cost thereof shall be assessed against property specially benefited.
Section 3.  It is hereby determined and stated that the making of such improvements is not a current expense of said Township.
Section 4.  The several purposes hereby authorized for the financing of which said obligations are to be issued are set forth in the following "Schedule of Improvements, Purposes and Amounts" which schedule also shows (1) the amount of the appropriation and the estimated cost of each such purpose, and (2) the amount of each sum which is to be provided by the down payment hereinafter appropriated to finance such  purposes, and (3) the estimated maximum amount of bonds and notes to be issued for each such purpose, and (4) the period of usefulness of each such purpose, according to its reasonable life, computed from the date of said bonds:

Section 5.  The cost of such purposes, as hereinbefore stated, includes the aggregate amount of $39,500 which is estimated to be necessary to finance the cost of such purposes, including architect's fees, accounting, engineering and inspection costs, legal expenses and other expenses, including interest on such obligations to the extent permitted by Section 20 of the Local Bond Law.
Section 6.  It is hereby determined and stated that moneys exceeding $39,500, appropriated for down payments on capital improvements or for the capital improvement fund in budgets heretofore adopted for said Township, are now available to finance said purposes.  The sum of $39,500 is hereby appropriated from such moneys to the payment of the cost of said purposes. Section 7.  To finance said purposes, bonds of said Township of an aggregate principal amount not exceeding $750,500 are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to the Local Bond Law.  Said bonds shall bear interest at a rate per annum as may be hereafter determined within the limitations prescribed by law.  All matters with respect to said bonds not determined by this ordinance shall be determined by resolutions to be hereafter adopted.
Section 8.  To finance said purposes, bond anticipation notes of said Township of an aggregate principal amount not exceeding $750,500 are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to the Local Bond Law in anticipation of the issuance of said bonds.  In the event that bonds are issued pursuant to this ordinance, the aggregate amount of notes hereby authorized to be issued shall be reduced by an amount equal to the principal amount of the bonds so issued.  If the aggregate amount of outstanding bonds and notes issued pursuant to this ordinance shall at any time exceed the sum first mentioned in this section, the moneys raised by the issuance of said bonds shall, to not less than the amount of such excess, be applied to the payment of such notes then outstanding.
Section 9.  Each bond anticipation note issued pursuant to this ordinance shall be dated on or about the date of its issuance and shall be payable not more than one year from its date, shall bear interest at a rate per annum as may be hereafter determined within the limitations prescribed by law and may be renewed from time to time pursuant to and within limitations prescribed by the Local Bond Law.  Each of said bond anticipation notes shall be signed by the Mayor and by a financial officer and shall be under the seal of said Township and attested by the Township Clerk or Deputy Township Clerk.  Said officers are hereby authorized to execute said notes in such form as they may adopt in conformity with law.  The power to determine any matters with respect to said notes not determined by this ordinance and also the power to sell said notes, is hereby delegated to the Chief Financial Officer who is hereby authorized to sell said notes either at one time or from time to time in the manner provided by law.
Section 10.  It is hereby determined and declared that the average period of usefulness of said purposes, according to their reasonable lives, taking into consideration the respective amounts of bonds or notes authorized for said purposes, is a period of 24.05 years computed from the date of said bonds. 
Section 11.  It is hereby determined and stated that the Supplemental Debt Statement required by the Local Bond Law has been duly made and filed in the office of the Township Clerk of said Township, and that such statement so filed shows that the gross debt of said Township, as defined in Section 43 of the Local Bond Law, is increased by this ordinance by $750,500 and that the issuance of the bonds and notes authorized by this ordinance will be within all debt limitations prescribed by said Local Bond Law.
  		Section 12.  Any funds received from private parties, the County of Essex, the State of New Jersey or any of their agencies or any funds received from the United States of America or any of its agencies in aid of such purposes, shall be applied to the payment of the cost of such purposes, or, if bond anticipation notes have been issued, to the payment of the bond anticipation notes, and the amount of bonds authorized for such purposes shall be reduced accordingly.
Section 13.  The Township intends to issue the bonds or notes to finance the cost of the improvements described in Sections 1 and 4 of this bond ordinance.  If the Township incurs such costs prior to the issuance of the bonds or notes, the Township hereby states its reasonable expectation to reimburse itself for such expenditures with the proceeds of such bonds or notes in the maximum principal amount of bonds or notes authorized by this bond ordinance. 
Section 14.  The full faith and credit of the Township are hereby pledged to the punctual payment of the principal of and the interest on the obligations authorized by this ordinance.  Said obligations shall be direct, unlimited and general obligations of the Township, and the Township shall levy ad valorem taxes upon all the taxable real property within the Township for the payment of the principal of and interest on such bonds and notes, without limitation as to rate or amount.
Section 15.  The capital budget is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency therewith and the resolutions promulgated by the Local Finance Board showing full detail of the amended capital budget and capital program as approved by the Director, Division of Local Government Services, is on file with the Township Clerk and is available for public inspection.
Section 16.  This ordinance shall take effect twenty days after the first publication thereof after final passage.

	WHEREAS, on May 15, 2018 the Township of Millburn (“Township”) adopted Ordinance No. 2501-18 establishing a Government Energy Aggregation program in accordance with the provisions of the Government Energy Aggregation Act, N.J.S.A. 48:3-93.1 et seq. for the purpose of obtaining cleaner energy at as low a cost as possible for residential and business participants through a GEA program; and
WHEREAS, on April 3, 2018 the Township of Maplewood (“Township”) adopted Ordinance No. 2899-18 establishing a Government Energy Aggregation (“GEA”) program in accordance with the provisions of the Government Energy Aggregation Act, N.J.S.A. 48:3-93.1 et seq.; and
WHEREAS, on April 3, 2018 Maplewood adopted Resolution No. 78-18 establishing a Cooperative Pricing System referred to as the Sustainable Essex Alliance Energy Procurement Cooperative (SEAEPC) and authorizing Maplewood to serve as Lead Agency of the SEAEPC; and
	WHEREAS, the Township and Millburn has determined that it will be advantageous to the residents of the township, as well as other participating municipalities, to jointly implement their Government Energy Aggregation programs through a joint purchasing initiative that will achieve economies of scale and attract increased attention of prospective bidding suppliers and, as a result, the Township has determined that it is in the best interests of its residents to form a cooperative pricing system with Maplewood for the purpose of purchasing electric generation services including a renewable energy component and energy aggregation services for residents and potentially businesses; and
WHEREAS, the member municipalities and Township of Millburn have determined that Maplewood is best suited to serve as Lead Agency of the joint purchasing system; and  
	WHEREAS, the Lead Agency will from time to time during the Effective Period (from date of adoption through December 31, 2022 hereinafter referred to as “Effective Period”) issue one or more Requests for Proposals (“RFPs”) for electric generation services and energy aggregation services for residents of the Township of Millburn and member municipalities of the cooperative pricing system, pursuant to Local Public Contract Law Regulations, the Government Energy Aggregation Act and applicable New Jersey Board of Public Utilities regulations pertaining to Government Energy Aggregation programs; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Township of Millburn is hereby authorized to become a participating member of a cooperative pricing system named the Sustainable Essex Alliance Energy Procurement Cooperative (SEAEPC)  for the purpose of obtaining cleaner energy at as low a cost as possible for residential and business participants through a GEA program, and to submit an application to the Department of Community Affairs Division of Local Government Services for authorization to become a participating member of the SEAEPC, and for designation of the Township of Maplewood as Lead Agency of the SEAEPC; and, 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Township of Millburn, is hereby authorized to execute an Agreement for a Cooperative Pricing System, with the Township of Maplewood (“Maplewood”), as Lead Agency of the Cooperative Pricing System, that authorizes the Township’s participation in the SEAEPC and delegates authority to Maplewood, as Lead Agency, to implement a RFP process for the purpose of purchasing electric generation services including a renewable energy component and energy aggregation services for residents of the Township, on the Township’s behalf, pursuant to Local Public Contract Law Regulations, the Government Energy Aggregation Act and applicable New Jersey Board of Public Utilities regulations pertaining to Government Energy Aggregation programs; and be it.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Township of Millburn shall not authorize Maplewood, as Lead Agency, to make an award of a contract to an electric power supplier on the Township’s behalf, unless and until a bid is received in response to an RFP that provides pricing for power supply for the Township’s participating residents that provides cost savings as compared to the cost of utility-supplier power, meets the renewable energy goals of the Township and/or is otherwise in the best interests of participating residents, and that is otherwise in compliance with applicable law and regulations; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Resolution shall take effect immediately upon passage.  The authorization provided to the lead agent shall be valid until December 31, 2022 (the Effective Period) at which time the Cooperative Pricing System will be subject to renewal.  Any rescission or expiration of this resolution shall not affect any Agreements entered into prior to such rescission or expiration. 
    
New Business
Proposed Changes to B-1 Zone (Short Hills Mall)
Jamie Cox, General Manager of the Mall at Short Hills came forward and spoke about upcoming development at the mall.  He said Indigo, a large Canadian bookstore with various items to complement the books.  He said The Food Emporium, which will be similar to Eataly, without the gourmet grocery component.  This is expected to open sometime in October.  He said Crate and Barrel will relocate to the second floor where Saks was located.  He said they are planning to have several locations in the center of the mall which will be permanent light bite vendors.  Mr. Cox addressed brief questions from the committee regarding details of the changes.  The township planner, Paul Philips, suggested that zoning needs to facilitate the B-1 zone.  He also addressed restrictions for the permanent display area and negotiating parking space requirements.  Mr. Philips was directed by the governing body to work on the language for the ordinance.  
In other new business, Mayor Burstein stated she will be creating a steering committee for affordable housing, with the purpose being to monitor all developments regarding the lawsuits.  The committee will consist of mayor Burstein, Ms. Thall-Eglow, the Planning Board Chairperson, the Planning Board Attorney, Paul Philips and Mr. McDonald.  

Old Business
Repeal of Ordinance 7-35.4b, Head in Parking Off Street Parking Lots 
Mayor Burstein raised the topic of repealing head in parking.  She said she feels backing in is a safer way to park.  She polled the other members of the committee and they decided to move forward with repealing the ordinance that requires it.  
Ms. Thall-Eglow asked if there was an update on the removal of the flexible parking bid.  She was advised that and engineer was hired and is moving forward with creating the bid document.  

Public Discussion
Mayor Burstein opened the floor to public comment.  
David Cosgrove, of 99 Oakview Terrace, asked if the mayor would consider a member of the public for the affordable housing steering committee, to which she responded no.  
Ann Levinson, of 3 Thackery Drive, stated she does not want food kiosks in the mall.  She said there are enough food places.  
Cory Biller, of 13 Rahway Road, came forward and mentioned a fundraiser for the 4thof July festivities.  He asked where the liquor license from the mall is coming from and was advised that the mall already owns it. He suggested opening more daily spots for the train in the area of the parking deck and the library.  He also asked about bidding for the flexible parking and suggested not rushing it.  He believes the town should talk to the business owners who are just recovering and to JCP&L about burying the lines.  
Phil Kirsch, of 93 Cedar Street, asked how the police department feels about the head in parking.  Mr. McDonald said they support the repeal.  
Debra Nevis came forward and asked if the town has any information about what will be going in at the old Saks site.  She was advised the town does not have any information at this time. She stated she heard it will likely be housing.  
Janet Pizar, of 186 Main Street, asked what was in the flexible parking survey that made the committee decide to go out for bid so quickly, especially when some members of the committee voted in favor of the project.  Mr. Levy stated he did not pay attention to the results of the survey, but supports requesting the bid.  Ms. Thall-Eglow said she did not solicit survey responses and Ms. Pizar said the committee is not hearing from the silent majority and she thinks considering removing the parking is premature.  
Alyssa Sutton, of Mountainview Road, said people do not like the flexible parking.  She questioned why upper Millburn Avenue is not part of the downtown.  Mayor Burstein stated it was not included when the DMDA was formed.  Ms. Sutton said it should be included.  Ms. Rosenberg said, as the liaison to the DMDA, she will look into it.  
Tara Prupis, of 206 Millburn Avenue, questioned the purpose of the flood mitigation presentation.  Mr. McDonald said it was to bring people up to speed on a project that has stalled.  She also asked about a bike lane being put in the downtown.  She also asked if the left turn from Main on to Essex is being considered and she was advised it is being looked at.  
Cary Heller, of 56 Byron Road, asked about parking for offices at the mall.   He said he wants to reintroduce some ideas, such as clear the south part of the river of debris and removing Futter’s building.  Ms. Thall-Eglow asked about Public Works removing the debris.  Mr. McDonald said he has discussed with Public Works, but has not heard back regarding solutions.  
Nancy Stone, 266 Essex Street and owner of Nancy and David Jewelers, came forward and informed that she is the new Treasurer of the DMDA and there is only $35 left.  She said various expenditures were made by the previous board that they are responsible for paying.  She said there are various issues with the transfer of power and continuing to pay the bills.  She said the audits for 2015 and 2016 were done.  
Mayor Burstein asked if anyone else wished to make a comment.  Not seeing additional comments, the public discussion was closed.  

Adjournment
Mayor Burstein asked if anyone has any remaining comments or questions.  Receiving none, she called for a motion to adjourn the meeting which was offered by Mr. Levy and seconded by Ms. Rosenberg. The meeting was adjourned at 9:30 PM.
